IV. Ekklesia Essentials will provide comprehensive training for the Senior Pastor in understanding the content and process of the Capital Fund Ministry.  This will be conducted prior to training the other campaign leadership.   

V. Ekklesia Essentials Campaign Coach will equip the staff to lead a “Challenge” meeting for the purpose of encouraging church leaders to participate in conducting and supporting the Capital Fund Ministry capital fund campaign. 

VI. Ekklesia Essentials Campaign Coach will conduct the following individual training for the Capital Fund Ministry Leadership team. Examples of teams are, but not limited to:

The Campaign Coach will be available to the Leadership Team throughout the 36 months of the campaign via telephone, e-mail or personal visit with no additional consulting fee. The Church will bear the cost site visits at the completion of each trip.
